


3.  Wash hands well after work calls, before eating or drinking.  Never use solvents to clean 
hands; a good quality hand cleaner will remove stubborn substances. 
 
4.  Books, clothing and other personal property should be stored in the appropriate location 
during work calls. 
 
Electrical Safety 
 
1.  Do not use any defective or questionable electrical tool, cord, equipment, connection, or 
accessory. Make certain that such hazardous equipment is marked and removed from 
service.  Immediately report such items for repair or replacement. 
 
2.  Extension cords should be checked for proper wire size and length before use. Avoid 
long runs of extension cord.  Extension cords may only be used temporarily.  They are not
